	Please watch the video. For the video, the children will need a piece of paper and a pencil or pen. The children will also need to be able to pause the video when I ask questions. I hope the video makes sense.

This week we are looking at determiners. A determiner is a word that determines the kind of reference a noun has. For example: the, a & every. 
I am sitting in my chair.
Please can I have a cake?
I like the dog.
Your hat is cool.
Activity 1: After watching the video and getting the children to answer the questions in the video, there is a PDF activity for the children to do. The children have to identify the determiners in the sentences – there are 25 questions for them to do and the answers are after question 25. This does not need to be printed out but if you want to print it out, I would suggest putting the questions all around the house for the children to hunt for and then answer the questions.

Activity 2: You will need post-its or small pieces of paper. On each post-it, write a simple sentence. I would do 10 sentences. Then set up an obstacle course. You could use chairs for the children to crawl under, big bottles of lemonade or wine for the children to zig in and out of and something for the children to climb or hop over. At the start of the course is a pencil or pen. At the end of the course are the 10 sentences. The children have to get to the end of the obstacle course, pick up a sentence, run back to the start and circle the determiners in each sentence. After they have done one they have to do the obstacle course again until all 10 sentences have been done.
If you want to make this more competitive, add a timer to see how quick they can do the obstacle course and answer the question.

	Please watch the video of Mr Trent teaching the children some hockey skills. Don’t worry if you don’t have a hockey stick, Mr Trent is going to explain how the children can learn hockey skills using household objects. He will also model each activity.

Activity 1: Set up a dribbling course in the garden or a large space in your house. You can use balls of socks or lemonade bottles as cones. Put the cones in a straight line and the children have to dribble their ball through the cones. Make the course longer after each go. Then move the ‘cones’ closer together. Finally time the children to see how quickly they can dribble their ball through the course. 
If you want to make this more competitive, you could time all of the people in your house and see who is the quickest.

Activity 2: Create a goal in your garden. You can use jumpers to indicate the goal posts. The distance between the goal posts should be **m. Begin with the children stood directly in front of the goal and shooting at the goal. Then move their starting position. Repeat scoring a goal from a variety of starting positions.
 Once they are confident, put a goal keeper in the goal – this could be a large teddy or if you are feeling brave, you could be the goalie. Get the children to take shots at the goal, avoiding the goal keeper. Move the goal keeper and the starting positions for each go.
If they are extremely confident with this, you could place a bucket/bowl in the goal, turn on its side. The children need to aim to get their ball in the bucket and avoiding the goal keeper. Move the bucket and goalie for each go.

Activity 3: Using the goal posts you create you now need to set up a dribbling course leading to the goal. The children then have to use their dribbling skills to go through the course and then score a goal. Use the goalie and the bucket if they are confident.

	Maths
	Multiply and divide numbers by 10, 100 and 1000.
This week we are recapping a skill that we looked at in the Autumn term but I know we can sometimes find it a bit tricky. Watch the video provided.
The activities can be done in any order.
 
Activity 1: Using PDF x and divide by 10,100 & 1000 – can be a hunt, you can either print it out (although I know this is quite a bit of paper) or the children can do it from a screen. There are 4 different levels. The easiest is green, then yellow, then red and the hardiest is purple. The children should have a go at answering the questions, starting with the green ones. I would hope that everyone can access the green and the yellow questions but I feel like most children should be able to do the red too. Hexagons and Pentagons have to try the purple ones. Squares and Triangles can have a go at the purple ones if they wish. If you do print it out, you can use it as a hunt and put them all around your house and garden for the children to find.

Activity 2: Who Wants To Be A Millionaire. Using the PDF Who Wants To Be A Millionaire, you be the quiz master and the children have to write down whether they choose A, B, C or D for each question. If they get the question right, they can decide what they are going to spend the money on. This does not need to be printed. 

Activity 3: You will need a dice and some post its or small pieces of paper. On the post its write x10 on one, x100 on another, x1000 on another, ÷10 on another, ÷100 on another and ÷1000 on another. Hide each post it in a room. You could be really sneaky with your hiding places so they have to move stuff. The children then use a dice to generate a 2 digit number (so roll it twice). They then have to search for a post it which will tell them what they have to do with that number. They then have to work out the sum and write it down. Repeat until all 6 post its are gone.
Then repeat the activity with new hiding places and this time get the children to generate a 3 digit number (roll the dice 3 times).
Repeat again with 1 digit numbers and 4 digit numbers.
If the children get any wrong, repeat the activity again. So if they get some 3 digit wrong, do 3 digit numbers again.
You could move to a different room for each round.
If the children struggle with a particular rule, for example, multiplying by 1000, please can you let me know in the comments on Seesaw.
